— b-year policy reauthorization
— 3-years of funding

* House marked-up their bill on October 22, 2015

— 6-year policy reauthorization
— Funding not yet identified



MAP-21: State of Highway Trust Fund

National investment in roads and transit have
gradually declined as costs continue to rise

Gas tax:
— 37% purchasing power lost since 1992
— Estimated 52% purchasing power loss by 2023

Federal Highway Trust Fund expected to spend $18
billion per year more than it receives

Shoring up the Federal Highway Trust Fund is critical
— Annual general fund transfers totaling $73 billion since 2008
