1. DISCUSSION OF AGENDA FOR THE IN PERSON JANUARY 23, 2024 BRTB MEETING

Action Items:
e Resolution #23-10 to endorse five updated highway safety performance targets.

2. Other

UPWP Amendment: BMC has worked with the MHSO and Baltimore Orioles to propose a
campaign in the 2024 season that includes four onsite activations of the Look Alive vehicle
and virtual reality experience to Camden Yards and to maximize campaign exposure in a highly
visible home game venue with twenty five half innings of left-side bullpen signage.

MHSO has approved moving funding for the Look Alive vehicle from the Baltimore Health Expo
for greater exposure and participation at Camden Yards and to allocate funds for LED signage.

MHSO is currently running two additional campaigns with the Orioles with successful results.
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There is currently $40,000 in the budget to cover the campaign package as proposed with the
Orioles. BMC requests an additional $8,000 for Sherry Matthews Group staff time for the onsite
activations.
